Welcome back to a new school year. I hope you had an enjoyable holiday. All the children have settled in very well today and are enjoying their first day back at school. 





With effect from today the 6th September 2011 we are running a ‘Morning Club’ where breakfast is available. This will cost £1.00 per session and will consist of a drink, cereal and toast. This runs from 8.15 – 8.40am. If you wish your child to go to the ‘Morning Club’ please bring them to the main entrance where they will be entered on a register and money collected. Children will not be admitted to the ‘Morning Club’ before 8.15am and must pay £1.00 each morning on entrance. Thank you.





Please also remember that there is no Out of School Club in the mornings at Edge Hill. Provision will be available at Violet Way Academy. Parents can drop their children off at Violet Way and the staff will deliver them to Edge Hill at the start of the school day. There will be no change to the evening sessions.

















 Allergies

School Uniform

However I would like to draw parents’ attention the school policy concerning wearing of jewellery. Generally we encourage children not to wear jewellery for safety reasons. However they may wear studs (not hoops) and watches. We ask children not to wear rings, necklaces and any valuable items because Governors cannot be liable for losses. Children will be asked to remove all jewellery for P.E and swimming. Thank you for your support.
