School Council Meeting
20th January 2012

All School Councillors were present except for one year 5 class and 2 year six classes.

One child was absent through illness, but her partner was there to represent their class.

Quite a number of children were interested in becoming Red Hats and leading playground games. I will call a meeting with them in the next few weeks to organise a rota and get suggestions of games they could organise.

The School Councillors had collected ideas for playground games from the children in their classes. Most children were keen on Mrs Mears’ idea on a box of equipment for each year group. Some children also said they would like more items, such as stilts, space hoppers, Velcro bats, giant jacks, hula hoops, ball on the hoop, star balls, skittles and equipment for golf and cricket.

All children liked Mrs Mears’ ideas for word searches, dot to dot, maths and written puzzles and colouring sheets in their classes for wet playtime.

Ideas for the playground when the mobile has been demolished included a quiet area, preferably covered to provide shade and shelter from wet weather for those drawing, reading or chatting quietly.

Could the football areas be clearly marked and football games be limited to these areas.

Some year 4 children were interested in designing and painting games on the playground – such as snakes and ladders. Are there any other children with similar ideas?

Lots of children would like an extension to the trim trail. This would mean giving some thought to raising money to finance such a project.     

Many children lose their lunchboxes when they leave them outside. One child suggested closed boxes for each class to be left near the fence near the dining hall.

Children wanting to run their own clubs at lunchtime must speak to their class teachers about it to see if it can be arranged.

Mr Charles has mentioned the problem with litter in the playground again. I will speak to Mrs Vernon about litter pickers; but I think all the children should be careful to put any rubbish in the bins in the playground and to replace the bin lid near the mobile. The School Councillors will politely remind children who do drop litter to pick it up. They are also going to make some posters to put around the school to remind children to keep our school and playground neat and tidy.
