School Council Meeting

Most School Councillors attended today’s meeting. Mrs Mears, as a School Governor also joined us. All were reminded this morning. Some children keep forgetting! Are they the best choice of councillors?

There was a lot of talk about football again. It was suggested that smaller areas on the field and on the playground were marked out for football so other children have space to play their games.

Mrs Mears is concerned that Lob can be a problem in the wet weather as the heavy wet balls can hurt children. Perhaps this should be an activity for a year group per day, as with the football.
Can the children in each class make a list of the playground equipment they would like to have. Mrs Mears suggested going back to the old method of having a bag or box of equipment for each year group, so all children get a chance to play with each item - for example sometimes all the stilts are taken by one year group and there are none left for the other year groups. It might also make the children look after the equipment better, if a year group are responsible for their own things. Could you give this list to your teacher to be handed on to me.
Can children also take a look at their rainy day boxes and see if they need some new items. Mrs Mears also said the lunch staff could also make colouring, puzzle and word searches available too, if the children let the school councillors know what kind of worksheets they would like. Could you also give this list to your teacher to be handed on to me.

 At one point we had Red Hats to lead school playground games. Would the children like to see the Red Hats back in the playground? 
Are there children who play instruments other than drums who would be interested in playing at assembly? Would Mrs Rothwell be interested in having these children for some assemblies?

Finally, can all the School Councillors make sure they keep a record on the WoW chart each week. As well as letting me have the totals at the end of each month and the number of badges required for their class, could the school councillors also give me the actual charts from the end of November.
