Playground Games – The School Councillors will collect ideas for games over the next few weeks. Many children would like new skipping ropes, but not the plastic covered ones as they can hurt your legs and arms!

Many children feel that too much of the playground is taken up by football games. I will speak to Mrs Vernon about playground organization.

The new building plans will mean that the playground area will be much bigger when the mobile is knocked down. Can each class discuss how they would like the new playground to be used and the School Councillors will let me have their ideas.

Some children would like to have class discussions on school dinners and sandwiches. Could the children let the School Councillors have their views on eating arrangements and their choice of food and let me have their ideas.

Some children would like to have Drama clubs. Last year many children organized their own clubs, asking staff if they could use their classroom and be supervised during this time. Perhaps they could do the same again?

Many children would like a Craft Club for all year groups.

Any other ideas for clubs, perhaps you could discuss with your class and class teachers to see what is possible.

Some children would like to redo the playground rainbow.

Some children want a greater variety of books available. Some the classes do swap books from class to class over the year. How many children would be interested in holding a book swap day, swapping their own books from home that they have read, like we did last year? 

Boys would like a mirror in the boys’ toilets. (They have suggested this before. I’ll speak to Mr Charles.)

Some children feel that their possessions are not safe in the cloakrooms. Any suggestions as to what we can do about this?  

Bike racks – the School Councillors will have to let me know how many children are interested, and if parents are willing to let them cycle to school.

A whole day games day every few months. Which children would be interested in this? How would it be organized. (This was suggested by a year 6, have they any ideas?)

Could the class teachers give the School Councillors time to read out the minutes and time to collect information, please. Could School Councillors let me have notes on the children’s ideas. Thanks.
