School Council Meeting
30th Sept 2010

Welcome to this year’s School Councillors! We hope they will do just as good a job as last year’s School Councillors!

Everyone had plenty to say at our first meeting today.

A few issues were raised from last year:

The boys would still like to have a mirror in the boys’ toilets.

Some children are still asking for a bike rack. This would depend on how many children would be able to cycle to school. Some parents were concerned about children cycling on the busy roads nearby.

Many children would like a sheltered area in the playground for quiet activities, such as playing with cards.

Children complained about some people deliberately leaving both girls’ and boys’ toilets in a mess - playing with the soap dispensers, unwinding toilet rolls for a joke and such behaviour. Perhaps the monitors could keep an eye on people playing around in the toilets at breaks?
There were concerns that there are a few children who do not respect other people’s and school property, such as wet play games. It would be a waste of effort to raise money for new items and find they are not cared for properly.
Children still feel concerned about leaving items in the cloakrooms; they often find their things on the floor. Would lockers be possible? 
Football is still an issue as many children feel the games take up too much space and not enough room is left for other games.

A lot of children want an extension to the trim trail. Could the money for this be gradually raised through non-uniform days etc? Many children would like more non-uniform days. It was suggested that money raised on such days could be used half for school items (such as trim trail, lockers etc) and half for charity. It was mentioned that Y4 raise money for Gambia, connected to their topic work, Y5 have become involved with raising money for Malawi, through Mrs Taylor; would Y6 and Y3 be interested in choosing a charity for their year groups? The children from each year group could decide who they want to help and how they would raise the money.
Games days were suggested, including hand held games, such as Nintendos. Children could talk to their teachers about this.
Some children would like an art club for all year groups.

The older children felt that the younger children often took too long to eat their lunch, and they had to wait for a long time! Also, the tuck queue is often long. At times the dinner queue was slow, too. Any suggestions for hurrying things along?
Could there be a choice of large or small lunch portions to suit all appetites?

Could the School Councillors collect any other ideas about lunch, tuck or breakfast club from their classes and let me have them.  

Most children who eat their lunches outside do collect up their rubbish, but some are not so careful. Could all children make sure they leave the playground and field as clean and tidy as they find them.

Could the School Councillors let me have any ideas their classes have.
