School Council Meeting January 21st 2010
Well done to those school councillors who remembered to turn up! All classes were reminded in the morning!

The children who did attend had plenty of great ideas.

We aim to have one school council meeting every half term; but if there is something we need to discuss we can always arrange an extra meeting. So if staff or children feel there is something they want the children’s views on, just let me know.
General points
Many children are very keen to have bike racks installed in the school grounds so they can ride their bikes to school. Concerns were raised about children riding to school on the busy roads nearby. One child had said that a parent would be riding with him. This is something other children and parents could consider. Another child suggested bike safety lessons for all interested children, not just for those in year 6. How could this be funded?
Another child suggested a fund raising event such as a ‘Fun Race’, with children being sponsored for running laps around the field.

They would also like more Sports Days during the year.

Some children would like to have more House Meetings, but, rather than sit talking for half an hour, all the children in each house could take part in activities for a day or half day. One child suggested the children could design and make a house badge - maybe at an art activity house meeting?

Many children in the school would like another Book Swap. This could be organised later this term. (Many children have donated their old books to the Gambian Fund Raising recently.)

One child would like to have year groups showing the work they produce during a Cross Curricula Week at assemblies to the other year groups, as we did previously.

Some School Councillors felt that not enough children were contributing their suggestions for the Council Meetings. The School Councillors will be putting up posters to remind everyone to make sure they have their say and give in their ideas, either in a suggestion box in the class, or in another way. Share your good ideas, or your complaints! Look out for the posters!
Themed discos, not every time, but maybe for Hallowe’en, Christmas, Easter, Beach party for the summer etc.

A maths club to compete with other schools.
A car wash to raise money to extend trim trail.
