Teaching and Learning Corner 




Summer 2010
This term children’s layered targets will focus on the ‘Knowing and applying Multiplication and Division facts in problems solving’ in Numeracy and ‘Selecting appropriate and effective vocabulary’ in Literacy.
These are whole school targets and will be broken down (layered) into expectations for each year group.

    What does these mean?
In year 3 this means that by the end of the year:
· In Literacy all children should be able to use  appropriate and interesting vocabulary (words that are relevant to their writing and using a thesaurus to find better words) and to use variation in their word choices which are sometimes ambitious (use words from their reading books in their own writing, use a dictionary to check the meaning of words)
· In Numeracy most children should be able to apply 2,3,5 and 10 times in other areas of maths ( for example there are 3 chocolate bars in a pack. How many are there in 5 packs)
· Teachers will provide support, activities and work that have been identified through individual assessment that will help the children work towards and achieve their target.
At school we will work to ensure that the activities and support planned help children achieve their targets through:
· Clear expectations so children know what they are expected to learn and how they can improve.
· Setting appropriate teaching objectives/activities and providing children with the support they need
· Use effective teaching methods and regular assessment to show how and what the children have learnt and what they need to do next.
                 At home you can help by:
· Keeping a dictionary and thesaurus handy and check the meaning of unfamiliar words.
· Make a book of interesting words from their home reader so they can use them 

· When re-reading writing check to see if any better words can be used by using a thesaurus.

· When you go shopping make up word problems if there are 6 packets of crisps in a bag. How many will there be in 4, 5 or 10 bags

· How many 2 pence coins will you need to make 10p 20p or buy a packet of sweets
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Summer 2010
This term children’s layered targets will focus on the ‘Knowing and applying Multiplication and Division facts in problems solving’ in Numeracy and ‘Selecting appropriate and effective vocabulary’ in Literacy.
These are whole school targets and will be broken down (layered) into expectations for each year group.

    What does these mean?
In year 4 this means that by the end of the year:
· In Literacy all children should be able to use story language appropriately to entertain and engage the reader (to use words and phrases from their own reading books in their writing) and begin to use interesting vocabulary for effect (think of the effect they are trying to create – humour, suspense and choose words that are appropriate)
· In Numeracy most children should know 2,3,4,5 and 10 times table and associated division facts and apply these to other areas of maths (There are 52 weeks in a year How many weeks are there in 2 or 8 months or 5 years)
· Teachers will provide support, activities and work that have been identified through individual assessment that will help the children work towards and achieve their target.
At school we will work to ensure that the activities and support planned help children achieve their targets through:

· Clear expectations so children know what they are expected to learn and how they can improve.

· Setting appropriate teaching objectives/activities and providing children with the support they need

· Use effective teaching methods and regular assessment to show how and what the children have learnt and what they need to do next.

At home you can help by:

· Keeping a dictionary and thesaurus handy and check the meaning of unfamiliar words.

· Make a book of interesting words from their home reader so they can use them 

· When re-reading writing check to see if any better words can be used by using a thesaurus.

This term children’s layered targets will focus on the ‘Knowing and applying Multiplication and Division facts in problems solving’ in Numeracy and ‘Selecting appropriate and effective vocabulary’ in Literacy.
These are whole school targets and will be broken down (layered) into expectations for each year group.

    What does these mean?

In year 5 this means that by the end of the year:
· In Literacy all children should be able to use noun phrases, adverbs and adjectives to create variety and interest (noun phrase not just a table but a wooden table, adverbs – describe a verb how things are done e.g. he ran quickly, adjectives – describe things, e.g. big, old, tired or pretty, prettier, prettiest) and beginning to use powerful verbs (instead of using ‘said’ – use shouted, whispered, yelled, etc).
· In Numeracy most children should know multiplication facts up to 10x10 and associated division facts from 2,3,4,5 and 10s and apply these in other areas of maths.  (There are 52 weeks in a year How many weeks are there in 4 or  32 months or 8 years)
· Teachers will provide support, activities and work that have been identified through individual assessment that will help the children work towards and achieve their target.
At school we will work to ensure that the activities and support planned help children achieve their targets through:

· Clear expectations so children know what they are expected to learn and how they can improve.

· Setting appropriate teaching objectives/activities and providing children with the support they need

· Use effective teaching methods and regular assessment to show how and what the children have learnt and what they need to do next.

At home you can help by:

· Keeping a dictionary and thesaurus handy and check the meaning of unfamiliar words.

· Make a book of interesting words from their home reader so they can use them 

· When re-reading writing check to see if any better words can be used by using a thesaurus.

· When you go shopping make up word problems if there are 6 packets of crisps in a bag. How many will there be in 8 or 16 bags or how many packets do I need if 57 children are coming to my party and they have 1 packet each?

This term children’s layered targets will focus on the ‘Knowing and applying Multiplication and Division facts in problems solving’ in Numeracy and ‘Selecting appropriate and effective vocabulary’ in Literacy.
These are whole school targets and will be broken down (layered) into expectations for each year group.

What does these mean?

In year 6 this means that by the end of the year:
· In Literacy all children should be able to make vocabulary choices that are often adventurous (to use new words in their writing that will extend their own vocabulary) and to use adverbial and expanded noun phrases to engage and inform (e.g. adverbials provide additional information, answering questions such as where, when, how and why?. Expanded noun phrases not just a table but an old wooden table.
· In Numeracy most children should know multiplication facts up to 10 x 10 and corresponding division facts and apply these to other areas of maths. .  (How many weeks are there in 4, 32 months or 8 years. How many years are 88 months)
· Teachers will provide support, activities and work that have been identified through individual assessment that will help the children work towards and achieve their target.
At school we will work to ensure that the activities and support planned help children achieve their targets through:
· Clear expectations so children know what they are expected to learn and how they can improve.

· Setting appropriate teaching objectives/activities and providing children with the support they need

· Use effective teaching methods and regular assessment to show how and what the children have learnt and what they need to do next.

At home you can help by:

· Keeping a dictionary and thesaurus handy and check the meaning of unfamiliar words.

· Make a book of interesting words from their home reader so they can use them
