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This term children’s layered targets will focus on the ‘Rapid recall of multiplication and division facts’ in Numeracy and ‘Developing and varying sentence length for clarity, purpose and effect’ in Literacy.
These are whole school targets and will be broken down (layered) into expectations for each year group.

What does these mean?
In year 3 this means that:
· In Literacy most children should be able to use simple connectives, e.g. and, then, but, so and because as well as use a variety of sentence beginnings. ‘It was cold so I put my coat on.’ We won the game because we played as a team.
· In Numeracy most children should be able to answer questions from the 2,3,4,5 and 10x tables and know division facts from 2, 5 and 10’s. e.g. 2 x 5 = 10 and       10 ÷ 2 = 5 and 10 ÷5 = 2
· Teachers will provide support, activities and work that have been identified through individual assessment that will help the children work towards and achieve their target.
At school we will work to ensure that the activities and support planned help children achieve their targets through:
· Clear expectations so children know what they are expected to learn and how they can improve and by setting appropriate teaching objectives/activities and providing children with the support they need
· The teacher focusing on extending children's responses with prompts such as: 
'Tell me more about…'  'What led you to think that?' 'Can you think of a better word that will improve that idea for us?' 
· Use of effective teaching methods and regular assessment to show how and what the children have learnt and what they need to do next.
At home you can help by:
· Talking to your child about their layered target, what they are doing at school to achieve it and help them with any homework they have been given relating it to their target as well as regularly practice their tables.

· When you go shopping make up word problems involving multiplication, etc.  If there are 5 packets of crisps in a bag. How many will there be in 4, 5 or 10 bags or I have £10 How many bars of chocolate can I buy if they cost £2.00 each?
· When re-reading writing check to see if any better connectives like ‘then, so, but and because can be used and when listening to your child reading ask them to identify connectives in sentences and suggest different ones that could be used. eg. ‘When, After, Before…’
· Researching facts about Ancient Egypt for History
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This term children’s layered targets will focus on the ‘Rapid recall of multiplication and division facts’ in Numeracy and ‘Developing and varying sentence length for clarity, purpose and effect.’
These are whole school targets and will be broken down (layered) into expectations for each year group.

What does these mean?

In year 4 this means that:
· In Literacy most children will use more complex connectives to clarify the relationship between ideas, e.g. because, but, when and so as well as using an increasing variety of sentence openings, e.g. ‘After school we went to the park but it was so cold we came home.’’    

· In Numeracy most children should be able to quickly recall multiplication facts up to 10 x 10 and know associated division facts, e.g. 8 x 9 = 72 and 72 ÷ 9 = 8 and 72 ÷ 8 = 9, etc.
· Teachers will provide support, activities and work that have been identified through individual assessment that will help the children work towards and achieve their target.
At school we will work to ensure that the activities and support planned help children achieve their targets through:
· Clear expectations so children know what they are expected to learn and how they can improve and by setting appropriate teaching objectives/activities and providing children with the support they need

· The teacher focusing on extending children's responses with prompts such as: 
'Tell me more about…'  'What led you to think that?' 'Can you think of a better word that will improve that idea for us?' 
· Use of effective teaching methods and regular assessment to show how and what the children have learnt and what they need to do next.

· In Numeracy most children should be able to quickly recall multiplication facts up to 10 x 10 and corresponding division facts, e.g. If 8 x 6 = 48, 6 x 8  = 48  then 48 ÷ 6 = 8 and 48 ÷ 8 = 6
· Teachers will provide support, activities and work that have been identified through individual assessment that will help the children work towards and achieve their target.
At school we will work to ensure that the activities and support planned help children achieve their targets through:
· Clear expectations so children know what they are expected to learn and how they can improve and by setting appropriate teaching objectives/activities and providing children with the support they need

· The teacher focusing on extending children's responses with prompts such as: 
'Tell me more about…'  'What led you to think that?' 'Can you think of a better word that will improve that idea for us?' 
· Use of effective teaching methods and regular assessment to show how and what the children have learnt and what they need to do next.

 What does these mean?

In year 6 this means that:
· In Literacy most children should be able to write complex sentences using clauses to add information. ‘After school we went to play on the park, which is by the River Trent, but we had to come home because it started to pour with rain.’
· In Numeracy most children should be able to use knowledge of multiplication facts to multiply and divide numbers mentally including decimals to more than 1 decimal place, e.g. 2 x 2.5 = 5 or 10 ÷ 5 = 2.5.
· Teachers will provide support, activities and work that have been identified through individual assessment that will help the children work towards and achieve their target.
At school we will work to ensure that the activities and support planned help children achieve their targets through:
· Clear expectations so children know what they are expected to learn and how they can improve and by setting appropriate teaching objectives/activities and providing children with the support they need

· The teacher focusing on extending children's responses with prompts such as: 
'Tell me more about…'  'What led you to think that?' 'Can you think of a better word that will improve that idea for us?' 
· Use of effective teaching methods and regular assessment to show how and what the children have learnt and what they need to do next.

At home you can help by:
· Talking to your child about their layered target, what they are doing at school to achieve it and help them with any homework they have been given relating it to their target as well as regularly practice their tables.
